[ RELEVANCE ]
Transferrins are iron-binding blood plasma glycoproteins that control the level of
free iron in biological fluids. When a transferrin protein loaded with iron
encounters a transferrin receptor on the surface of a cell, it binds to it and, as a
consequence, is transported into the cell in a vesicle by receptor-mediated
endocytosis. The liver is the main site of transferrin synthesis, but other tissues
and organs, such as the brain, also produce it. Transferrin is also associated with
the innate immune system. It is found in the mucosa and binds iron, thus creating
an environment low in free iron that impedes bacterial survival in a process called
iron withholding. The level of transferrin decreases in inflammation. Transferrin
imbalance can have serious health effects for those with low or high serum
transferrin levels.



[ ANTIBODY SPECIFITY ]
The antibody is a rabbit polyclonal antibody raised against TRF. It has been
selected for its ability to recognize TRF in immunohistochemical staining and

western blotting.
